B ITEMS
B.1. Situation/Evolution of the budget 2013 (2012-11-D-17-en-1)
The Board of Governors approved the proposed reductions in the EU Contribution, as proposed in the document, and the reductions in the individual budgets of the schools by entering the same amounts in expenditure as negative appropriations in budget lines ‘60.8001 Dépenses négatives’ (Negative expenditure).
This decision would come into force only when the EU Contribution was reduced, as announced by the Budgetary Committee of the Council.

The Schools would be instructed to balance the negative appropriations by budget transfers before 1 December 2013. 

B.2. Draft Proposal for Service Regulations for Locally Recruited Teachers in the European Schools (2012-10-D-20-fr-2)
The Board of Governors was unable unanimously to approve the proposal concerning Service Regulations for Locally Recruited Teachers in the European Schools as the Belgian delegation did not, for the time being, have the response of the experts consulted giving it a mandate to take a decision on this question, the Commission, Austria and France requesting complementary budgetary information and Italy proposing amendment of Article 2 concerning the primacy of the Service Regulations over the host country’s national legislation. 

The Secretary-General proposed studying the Italian delegation’s request and completing the document by adding complementary information, and the revised proposal would be submitted, if possible, by written procedure to the members of the Board of Governors before the next meeting of the Board of Governors to be held in April 2013.
B.3. Review of the salary levels for Administrative and Ancillary Staff (2012-10-D-11-fr-2)
The decision of the Board of Governors consisted of endorsing the Budgetary Committee’s opinion, namely: 
· It did not support application of an ad hoc solution to all the individual cases, whatever they might be, which were presented in the document.
· It mandated the AAS Working Group to overhaul the salary scales of the AAS of the Schools and the OSGES and to submit concrete proposals to the Board of Governors by the end of 2013.  
B.5. Posts of seconded nursery, primary and secondary cycle teachers, by school, for the 2013-2014 school year (2012-09-D-39-en-3)

The Board of Governors approved the document in principle, subject to consultation amongst the Member States about filling posts and to each Member State’s informing the Office of the posts which it would fill.  A final document would be produced and distributed in the next few months. 
The French delegation, which thought that there was no point in approving posts which would not be filled, abstained.  
B.6. Evaluation of the costs of granting a tenth year and the transfer of teachers (2012-19-D-34-fr-2) – The UK Delegation’s proposal (2012-09-D-34-fr-2 + UK addendum)
As the delegations were not in unanimous agreement on this point, the Board of Governors decided that a memorandum should be produced in order to adopt a stricter and more homogeneous policy for the granting of a tenth year and a degree of flexibility with respect to the existing rules on the transfer of teachers, on the basis of the UK delegation’s proposal and in compliance with the Regulations for Members of the Seconded Staff. 
B.7. Implementation of Educational Support in the European Schools
a) Policy on the provision of educational support in the ES (2012-05-D-14-en-5)

The Board of Governors approved the document on the policy on the provision of educational support in the European Schools.
b) Provision of educational support in the ES (2012-05-D-15-en-5)

The Board of Governors judged that the document, which set out the different types of educational support offered, required further amendments and should be presented to the Joint Teaching Committee at its next meeting.  

B.9. Central Enrolment Authority for the Brussels European Schools: Review of the results of the 2012-2013 enrolment policy and proposed guidelines for the 2013-2014 policy (2012-11-D-9-fr-1)
The Board of Governors:
- scrutinised and took note of the review of the results of the 2012-2013 enrolment session,

- approved the creation of a Romanian language section at the European School, Brussels IV for the beginning of the 2013-2014 school year in September 2013, designed ultimately to cover the full age range, from the nursery classes up to secondary year 7,  starting with the nursery (classes N1 and N2) and primary year 1 in September 2013, 

- approved the attached guidelines ( Annex I – document 2012-12-D-4-en-1), on the basis of which the Central Enrolment Authority would devise the policy on enrolment in the Brussels European Schools for the 2013-2014 school year.

B.10. Draft proposals of the ‘School Fees’ Working Group on category III school fees (2012-10-D-12-fr-2)
The Board of Governors decided to increase, in the 2013-2014 school year, for category III pupils newly enrolled in that category in the 2013-2014 school year, once (‘one shot’) by 25% the annual school fees applicable in the 2012-2013 school year. At the same time, the Board of Governors granted the Administrative Boards of the Schools the possibility of reducing this 25% increase down to a minimum of 20% or of raising it to a maximum of 30%. 

In addition, the Board of Governors decided to reduce the school fee reductions for siblings as from the 2013-2014 school year.

The new reductions for the first sibling would be 20% (instead of 50%) and 40% (instead of 75%) for all subsequent siblings.

The new reductions would also only apply to pupils newly enrolled as category III pupils in the 2013-2014 school year.
B.11. Languages Working Group: final version (2012-01-D-36-en-5)
The Board of Governors approved proposal A, concerning the basic proficiency level, with entry into force on 1 September 2013, the proposal being financially neutral. 

As regards proposals B1 and B2, the Board of Governors considered that they required more in-depth reflection and requested that a less succinct financial statement be produced. These proposals would be resubmitted to the Board of Governors at its April 2013 meeting. 
B.12 Admission of children of UN staff to the Brussels European Schools / Second application (2012-10-D-13-fr-2)
As there was not a quorum, the request for admission of children of UN staff to the Brussels European Schools, as from September 2013, would be submitted to the members of the Board of Governors by written procedure. 
B.13. Financing agreements for admission of category II pupils to the Brussels European Schools (2012-10-D-21-fr-2)
The Board of Governors agreed to give a mandate to the Secretary-General allowing him to consider the possibility of renegotiating the existing category II agreements, with the exception of the one with Eurocontrol, so that pupils were admitted to the Brussels European Schools in accordance with the provisions of the Enrolment Policy. 

As there was not a quorum, the proposal to give a mandate to the Secretary-General to consider the new requests for financing agreements for admission of category II pupils to the Brussels European Schools would be submitted to the members of the Board of Governors by written procedure. 

B.14. TYPES II & III SCHOOLS

a) Accredited European Schools (2012-09-D-7-en-3)
The Board of Governors scrutinised and took note of the document ‘Accredited European Schools’ and gave a mandate to the Secretary-General to rationalise the decisions taken in that area; the OSG would also produce a more streamlined document for the Board of Governors’ April 2013 meeting. 
b) Audit report – The International School of The Hague – Netherlands (2012-08-D-24-en-2)
The Board of Governors decided to award accreditation recognising the European Schooling provided by the school in the nursery and primary cycles and mandated the Secretary-General to sign the Accreditation and Cooperation Agreement
c) Dossier of Conformity –Tallinn European Schooling (2012-09-D-24-en-3)
The Board of Governors approved the dossier of conformity concerning the opening of Tallinn European Schooling presented by the Estonian authorities. It considered that this dossier met the requirements of the second stage of the accreditation and cooperation process. 

d) Dossier of Conformity – European School of Copenhagen (2012-09-D-25-en-4)
The Board of Governors approved the dossier of conformity concerning the opening, in August 2012, of the European School of Copenhagen presented by the Danish authorities. It considered that this dossier met the requirements of the second stage of the accreditation and cooperation process.

Decisions of the Board of Governors concerning the guidelines for the 2013-2014 enrolment policy in the Brussels European Schools 

5 December 2012 - Brussels

DECISIONS OF THE BOARD OF GOVERNORS CONCERNING THE GUIDELINES FOR THE 2013-2014 ENROLMENT POLICY IN THE BRUSSELS EUROPEAN SCHOOLS

Whereas:

· The benefits of the previous Enrolment Policies have enabled the basic pupil population of the European School,  Brussels IV to be constituted and the congestion of the European School,  Brussels I to be partially eased;

· Given their own specific logistical constraints (rooms, single language sections, etc.), the overcrowding phenomenon has not yet been curbed in the Brussels II and III European Schools;

· Balanced distribution of the population across the four European Schools, in line with the structure of the schools appearing in Annex II, and optimum use of resources  mean that a new class may be opened in a given language section and a given year group only in so far as the corresponding classes in the other three schools do not allow the pupils concerned to be accommodated; 

· There is great variability in situations according to the language section and year group in question, requiring particular and individualised measures by school group concerned (in particular for the setting of the thresholds of places available);

· More generally, the present four sites of the European Schools in Brussels will not in the medium term enable the total pupil population, which is constantly rising, to be accommodated, as those four sites will reach their capacity limits in 2015,  a fact which fully justifies the Board of Governors’ request for the opening of a fifth European School; 

the Board of Governors approved the following objectives, which are not classified in any particular order of priority, with a view to the devising of the 2013-2014 enrolment policy by the Central Enrolment Authority:

-
Use the resources available in the most efficient way, in order to lessen as far as possible the marked overcrowding of the Brussels I, II and III Schools, and more particularly Brussels II and III.

-
Ensure balanced distribution of the pupil population across both the Brussels Schools and the language sections, whilst guaranteeing the continuing existence of the latter.

-
Guarantee optimum use of the schools’ resources in order as far as possible to meet pupils’ needs and to ensure pedagogical continuity. In that connection, trends in pupil numbers must be monitored carefully in all the sections of the four Brussels Schools, in order to manage each school’s overcrowding.  

-
Guarantee a place in one of the four Brussels European Schools for all category I pupils applying for enrolment.

-
Enrol category II pupils in accordance with the terms of the contracts already in force, as well as the children of the civilian staff of NATO (international civilian staff), subject to the conditions appearing in Annex I.

-
Restrict the enrolment of category III pupils to the siblings of present pupils, abiding strictly by the decisions of the Board of Governors concerning this category of pupils, bearing in mind the current overcrowding of the Brussels European Schools.
-
With the aim of sustaining the benefits of the previous enrolment policies, restrict transfers solely to cases justified by particular circumstances.

abiding by the following principles:

· Guarantee that the siblings of category I or category II pupils already on roll in a school during the 2012-2013 school year and continuing to attend it during the 2013-2014 school year will be admitted to the same school, provided that the applicants for enrolment make a request to that effect during the first enrolment phase. 

· Group together siblings who are enrolled simultaneously for the first time in the same school, although not necessarily the school of their choice, provided that the applicants for enrolment make a request to that effect and that places are available in the same school for all the siblings, in accordance with the thresholds defined below.

· Guarantee return to the school where the pupil had spent at least one full school year before the parent was sent on assignment on behalf of the Commission or was assigned to another post outside Brussels for other EU institutions, during the first and second enrolment phases. In the third enrolment phase this guarantee will be given provided that it does not entail the division of a class.  

-
Guarantee, for pedagogical reasons, return to the school which they attended prior to a period of study abroad for pupils applying for enrolment in secondary years 5 and 6, provided that:  

- the pupil attended the school for at least one full school year before he or she left to study abroad; 

- the period of study outside Belgium was not longer than one school year; 

- the school expressly approves the pupil’s return;

- the application is submitted during the first and second enrolment phases. In the third enrolment phase this guarantee will be given provided that it does not entail the division of a class.  

· Guarantee the taking into consideration of particular circumstances characterising and differentiating the case of the pupil concerned, according to the definition of this concept given in the previous enrolment policy and the case law of the Complaints Board. Widen the scope of particular circumstances to include choices of pedagogical options solely for secondary year 6 pupils. 

adopting in particular the following provisions for the enrolment of pupils without a particular priority criterion according to the distribution of language sections present in several schools appearing in Annex III:

-  
For the DE, EN, IT and NL sections, enrol all new nursery (classes N1 and N2), primary years 1 and 2 pupils 

a) at the Brussels I, II, III and IV Schools up to a maximum of 15 pupils
, in order to maintain a balance between the schools and to guarantee the continuing existence of the language sections; 
b)  above that threshold, at the Brussels I and IV Schools, up to a maximum of 24 pupils in the nursery classes (N1 and N2) and primary year 1  and of 26 pupils in primary year 2, so as to make optimum use of the schools’ resources.  
- 
With a view to maintaining a balance between the schools and given the sheer size in pupil numbers terms of the FR language section, enrol all new pupils seeking admission to the nursery (classes N1 and N2) of the FR section at the Brussels I, II, III and IV Schools up to a maximum of 24 pupils.  

-
In order to make optimum use of the schools’ resources:  

- enrol all new pupils seeking admission to the primary cycle (years P3-P5) in the DE, EN, IT and NL sections at the Brussels I and IV Schools up to a maximum of 26 pupils;  

- enrol all new pupils seeking admission to the primary cycle (years P1-P5) in the FR section at the Brussels I and IV Schools up to a maximum of 24 pupils for P1 and 26 pupils for years P2-P5.

-
In order to make maximum use of the capacity offered by the permanent site of the European School, Brussels IV: 

- enrol all new pupils seeking admission to the secondary cycle (years S1-S4) in the DE, EN, FR and IT sections at the Brussels IV School up to a maximum of 26 pupils;   

- enrol all new pupils seeking admission to the secondary cycle (years S1-S3) in the NL section at the Brussels IV School up to a maximum of 26 pupils.   

-
For the sections and year groups which have not been opened at the Brussels IV School, enrol all new category I nursery (classes N1 and N2) and primary year 1 (P1) pupils up to a maximum of 24 pupils at the Brussels I, II and III Schools.

· For the sections and year groups which have not been opened at the Brussels IV School, enrol all new category I primary cycle (P2-P5) and secondary cycle (S1-S7) pupils up to a maximum of 26 pupils at the Brussels I, II and III Schools.

-
Above the aforementioned thresholds, pupils with a particular priority criterion and other pupils, should the threshold already have been reached in those schools for the section and year group applied for, will be enrolled. 

· The Central Enrolment Authority reserves the right to adapt the structure of the schools and the distribution of the classes appearing in Annex II, namely to create or close a class or classes in one or other school, on the basis of the number of enrolment applications admissible under the provisions of the enrolment policy, adhering to the guidelines set by the Board of Governors.  The creation of a new class can be envisaged only if the classes corresponding to the language section and the year group concerned do not allow pupils to be admitted. 

· Voluntary transfers of pupils on roll in the Brussels I, II and III Schools who attended those schools during the 2012-2013 school year to the Brussels IV School, in the language sections and at the teaching levels which have been opened there, are authorised, provided that this does not lead to division of a class.
· Voluntary transfers of pupils on roll in the Brussels II and III Schools who attended those schools during the 2012-2013 school year to the Brussels I School, in the nursery and primary cycles of the language sections which have been opened there, are authorised, provided that this does not lead to division of a class.
· Restrict transfers between a European School based in Belgium and a Brussels European School to duly substantiated cases, provided that applicants for a transfer make a request to that effect during the first enrolment phase. 

· As from 6 September 2013, only duly substantiated applications for enrolment which are exceptional in nature may be considered. These applications are for the enrolment of category I children, and of category II children(, who are being educated outside Belgium and whose parents take up their posts in mid-year.
ANNEX I

Children of the civilian staff of NATO are pupils covered by an April 1987 decision of the Board of Governors involving particular rights (priority for admission purposes) and obligations (payment of specific school fees), so that they are akin to category II pupils. However, the Board of Governors clearly decided that unlike category II pupils, they would not be entitled to automatic admission but would simply have priority in relation to category III pupils. 

Abiding by the decisions of the Board of Governors, 

1.
the admission of children of the civilian staff of NATO cannot entail the division of a class; 

2.
these applications are dealt with after the admission of category I pupils and of other category II pupils but before applications for the enrolment of category III pupils;  

3.
for the 2013-2014 school year, places in the Brussels Schools will be awarded in compliance with the general enrolment rules.
