By written procedure initiated on 8 May 2007 and ending on 29 May 2007, the Board of Governors approved the amendment of the present text of paragraph III(b) of Chapter XII of the Digest of Decisions, for which the following text is substituted: 

“Category III pupils may not be admitted to classes where at the beginning of the school year, the difference between the number of pupils already enrolled and the maximum class size fixed by the Board of Governors (Chapter XIX.I) is less than 7.”

This text enters into application on 1 September 2007, the date of entry into force of the decision of the Board of Governors to fix the maximum number of pupils per class at 30.
